THROUGH THE UBC LIBRARY WEBSITE

On the UBC Library home page, click on Books and Media
Type in: Lives of the Most Excellent Painters, Sculptors and Architects

Click on Search

Click on the entry for the ONLINE version of the book

When information page appears, click on the Online Access button

Login with your CWL

When book appears, click on “Leonardo da Vinci” (PP. 227-243)

Either read the chapter on the screen or print it

(Many print editions of Vasari’s book are also available under various titles)

On the UBC Library home page, click on Books and Media
Type in: Society and Culture in Early Modern France: Eight Essays

Click on Search

Click on the entry for the ONLINE version of the book
When title information appears, click on Book
When image of cover appears, scroll down and click on

Either read the chapter on the screen or print it
