Welcome to History 220!  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1This course offers a broad overview of the history of European civilization from the late Middle Ages to the end of the twentieth century.  The course will deal with many of the transformational events and movements of European history as well as the impact of those events and movements on the lives of ordinary Europeans.  We will examine the careers and ideas of well-known rulers and thinkers as well as the experiences of obscure men and women whose lives can teach us just as much about how Europeans lived, created, argued and suffered over the course of seven centuries.  Assigned readings will include primary sources as well as short biographies and works of fiction.
Course Format:
There will be two lectures per week (Tuesdays and Thursdays, 3:30-4:45). In addition, each student will attend a discussion tutorial every week. You should be prepared to discuss the assigned readings for the week during the tutorial hour.  Occasionally you may be asked in advance to bring a brief written commentary on one of the assigned readings to the tutorial.
Essays:
Short essays will be assigned by your tutorial instructors.  In addition, one longer term paper will be due each semester on the date indicated on the syllabus.  You will be given detailed information about these assignments long before they are due.
Examinations:
There will be examinations during the regular December and April examination periods.  Please note that examination dates are scheduled by Enrollment Services, not by the course instructor.
